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  Introduction


  Natural man has knowledge of many powerful things. He can even create the power generated by a nuclear power plant to light cities. Or he can explode an atomic bomb and destroy cities. But faith has the powerful force to cause the heavens to either give sunshine or rain as did Elijah's faith.


  Man can push a button and cause huge machines to do great amounts of work for him. But faith for Moses was lifting his hand and speaking a word to part the mighty Red Sea in order for 2,000,000 slaves could be free to travel on dry ground.


  Faith is normal, natural and instinctive to every human being. God said that everyone has given the measure of faith. It is every person's seed to plant.


  In these last days, just before Jesus returns for His bride, we will need what I call "End-Time Faith." I believe the devil and all his hoards of demons are going to launch an all-out attack on God's people of faith. It is by our faith that we will overcome the enemy.   D. Above all, taking the shield of faith—it all works by faith.


  E. Helmet of salvation and the sword of the Spirit—combined.


  F. Praying always.


  1. With all manner of prayer.


  2. In the Spirit (1 Corinthians 14:2).


  G. Waiting with all perseverance. (Living the love life of
Jesus.)


  1. For the Body of Christ—unity.


  2. For the ministry gifts—and their anointing.

  How to Release Your Faith


  Foundation scriptures: Mark 11:23; Romans 10:10.


  I. Four kinds of confession in the New Testament.


  A. Confession of sin.


  1. Taught by John the Baptist and Jesus to the Jews.


  2. This was not Christian repentance or baptism. These were covenant people being baptized in
the name of the Father.


  B. Confession of the sinner today (John 16:7-11).


  1. The Holy Spirit convicts the sinner of but one sin today: because they believe not on me.


  2. He must confess the Lordship of Jesus (Romans
10:9).


  3. The sinner does not need to confess that he is a
sinner; that is a self-evident fact.


  C. Confession of sins by the believer.


  1. Used when he is out of fellowship with the Father.


  2. If you have sinned, you know it. Don’t try to drag
up something to condemn yourself. That will rob
you of faith.


  3. Confess it and receive your forgiveness
immediately. Satan will try to take advantage of you.


  4. Hebrews 8:12—The Father doesn’t remember
what you did. Why should you?


  D. Confession of our faith in the Word, in Christ and in God the Father.


  1. Whenever we receive from God, confession is made unto it.


  a. The Bible teaches believing and saying.


  b. We have been given the Word to straighten out our thinking.


  c. Confession brings possession.


  d. There is a positive side to confession. We have majored on the negative (weakness, failure and sin).


  2. What we are to confess.


  a. What God in Christ has wrought for us in the plan of redemption.


  b. What God through the Word and the Holy Spirit has wrought in us in the New Birth and the infilling of the Holy Spirit.


  c. What we are to God the Father in Christ Jesus.


  d. What Jesus is doing for us now at the right hand of the Father (Hebrews 7:25).


  C. What God can do through us or what His Word will do through our lips (Acts 20:32).


  II. Search the Scriptures for all references to in Him, in Christ and in whom. Begin confessing them before God and men.

  2. First John 1:9.


  IV. Lack of understanding of our privilege and right to use the name of Jesus.


  A. Mark 16:17-18.


  B. John 14:12-14.

  V. Lack of understanding about acting on the Word.


  A. Proverbs 3:5.


  B. All that is necessary to ask is, What has God said?


  C. More people are defeated by counter attack than anything else.

  1. Hebrews 4:2— ...but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it.


  2. Hebrews 4:12—When mixed with faith, the Word covers the entire spectrum of human existence. if


  IV. Mark 16:15, 17—The signs follow those that believe the gospel. Without the shield, the girdle, the shoes and the Sword—faith will not work.


  A. Verse 14—The breastplate of righteousness (Romans 3:22); without faith, the breastplate is useless.


  B. Verse 17—The helmet of salvation (Ephesians 2:8); without faith, salvation will not work.


  C. Verse 18—Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit.


  1. When you pray, believe you receive (Mark 11:24; Matthew 21:21-22).


  2. James 1:6-7—Faith causes prayer to work.


  V. Verse 13—Stand (Romans 11:20); we stand by faith.


  VI. Romans 14:23, The Amplified Bible—Without faith, the Christian is spiritually naked!
